J u d g i n g
The judges will evaluate the entries on clarity and quality of  
writing, courage and forthrightness, significance in community 
life and results. 

The placement of the editorials, columns, and opinion pieces  
in the layout is not essential to judging; therefore, you are not  
required to send in tearsheets or complete layouts. The opinion 
pieces, editorials or columns included in the entry, however,  
should be worded exactly as they were published, including 
headlines and publication dates. 

The SNPA staff will prepare the entries for the judges using  
Microsoft Word. Entries should be sent in formats compatible  
with Microsoft Word.  PDF files may be submitted.
